How did the world change?;
New connections, lies and surveillance

1. New Connection

a kind of utopia? The Internet has given us
new ways of connecting, but on the other
hand, we are in controlled connection with the
development of more powerful algorithms. In
this algorithm, accidental events are impossible.
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What connection should we imagine? See books
explored about the new model of connection
that has changed with the advent of the Internet
and digital.

2. Lies

The biggest change brought about by the advent
of digital and the Internet is that we no longer
trust the ,truth’ through images. Because
everyone knows that digital and the Internet
are easy to edit and distort them. So how do
we make the truth today, and what should we
believe? What does a world without truth look
like?

3. Surveillance

Today we live in a more strict surveillance
society than ever before. CCTV is watching us
everywhere, and personal information is easily
used by others. Many artists resist technology
invading and redeeming individual freedom.
Let's look at the books on the landscape of
today’s surveillance society.

* Special book curation examines public art in
the past and today and asks what public art
should be in the future. It prepares a topic, and
covers various categories such as humanities,
society, science, technology, art, literature, and
history with a selection of books. During the 6th
Anyang Public Art Project, there will be three
rounds of special book curation section in total
with different topics.
